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Intro: Today we continue to look at the Person and Work of the Holy Spirit.

1. In 1 Corinthians chapters 12-14, Paul addresses the manifestation and gifts of the
Holy Spirit.

a. But before we can sufficiently understand the manifestation and gifts of the
Holy Spirit, we must first understand who the Holy Spirit is.

In 1 Cor 12:1 Paul wrote, ! Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I do not want you to be ignorant

1. Paul’s desire is that the Christians and Corinth and you and I today would not be
ignorant — in the Greek it’s  @yvoém [agnoeo /ag-no-eh-o/]

2. It’s not enough to just think about the Holy Spirit... but we MUST think right
thoughts about the Holy Spirit.

a. We MUST think rightly and we must think Biblically in our understanding of
the Holy Spirit.

b. Before we can understand the Duty of the Holy Spirit...\WWe must understand
the Doctrine of the Spirit.

c. There are many religious and spiritual things out there... there are many things
ascribed to the Holy Spirit that | am hesitant to believe is the Holy Spirit.

d. Therefore we must understand the doctrine of the Holy Spirit.

3. In A. W. Tozer’s book The Knowledge of the Holy, he wrote, “The man who comes to
a right belief about God is relieved of ten thousand temporal problems, for he sees at
once that these have to do with matters which at the most cannot concern him for very
long. The heaviest obligation lying upon the Christian Church today is to purify and
elevate her concept of God until it is once more worthy of Him — and of her [the
church]. Inall her prayers and labors this should have first place.”

4. Listen to what Benny Hinn says about the Holy Spirit... JK. 1 won’t be quoting
Hinn, Kenneth Copeland, Pat Robertson, or Oral Roberts in this series of studies.

e. These men are not lacking in their emphasis of the Holy Spirit, but I suggest
that there might be an overemphasis of the Holy Spirit that is being made.



5. Sadly, I’ve witnessed two unbiblical responses to overemphasis and even abuse of

some doctrines...

a.

b.

Either the eager individual falls for what’s said ‘hook-line-&-sinker’.

Or they distance themselves completely from all associations with that object
or topic.

The first is exercising blind faith despite passages that tell us that we are to be
diligent and work hard to rightly divide or correctly follow God’s Word (2
Tim 2:15).

The second person, like a Pharisee, is in danger of putting God in a box
resulting quite possibly in not allowing God to work in certain situations or
worse, turning his/her back on God when God does a work that’s outside of
the box.

6. Francis Chan recently wrote a powerful book on the subject of the Holy Spirit, it’s
called ‘The Forgotten God’.

f.  None of us would actually go as far as to deny the Holy Spirit or say that we
have forgotten the Holy Spirit.

g. But by a lack of clear understanding many have forgotten God’s Holy Spirit...
and by neglect in response to abuses they have turned away from Him
altogether.

h. | fear that there are many professing Christians who don’t know who the Holy
Spirit is and what He does.

7. My question to you: When was the last time you experienced the Holy Spirit’s

presence and work in your life?

J-

When was the last time you saw real growth in your life in areas that only the
Spirit of God could be responsible for?

Do you have the “Fruit of the Spirit”?

8. Each of you, the born again believers here, you are the church, not this building.

k. And your relationship with the Holy Spirit is going to have an effect on this

ministry.



9. I share this with you not because | see a problem, but instead because | see an
opportunity for us to continue to grow in our knowledge, understanding, and
experiences with God.

I.  Charles Spurgeon said, “I believe, brethren, that whenever the church of God
declines, one of the most effectual ways of reviving her is to preach much truth
concerning the Holy Spirit. After all, He is the very breath of the church.
Where the Spirit of God is, is the power. If the Spirit be withdrawn, then the
vitality of the godliness begins to decline and we are backbiting. Let us turn to
the Spirit of God crying, “quicken Thou me in Thy way.”™

Read John 14:15-21 and Pray!
1. While Jesus was on the earth He was an incredibly helpful person to have around.

a. If you forgot to pack a lunch, no worries, Jesus could feed multitudes all from
the sack lunch of one young boy.

b. If your wedding ceremony was in danger of coming to an abrupt untimely end
for lack of proper drink, relax, Jesus could turn simple water into
extraordinary wine.

Cc. When it was time to pay the taxes, what was Jesus’ solution? Grab your
fishing poles, head down to the river, and catch a fish for in its mouth was the

funds necessary to pay the taxes.
d. The disciples had learned that Jesus was a great Person to have around.
2. But Jesus was going to be departing from their presence.

a. Because He was going to be leaving, He has told them that He will ask the
Father to send them another Person to be with them.

b. He wanted them to know that He had no intentions of leaving them as
orphans.

c. There was another Person who would come alongside them to help them.

3. Jesus says, “The Helper” is going to come.

a. God’s Special Agent... Sent out on a Special Mission.

b. He’s none other than God Himself in the 3rd Person of the Trinity — The Holy
Spirit!

c. It’s important that we understand this first point.
4. The Holy Spirit isn’t a Power that is to be had, but a Person that is to be known.

5. Today we are going to focus on the Deity of the Spirit and what is implied by His

name, “The Helper”

John 14:15 18 “If you love Me, keep My commandments.
1. Being a disciple of Jesus, then and now necessitates our obedience.

a. Yes, salvation is secured by faith alone... Ephesians 2:8, For by grace you
have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God

b. But you cannot have saving faith in Christ apart from obedience in Christ.

c. It’s accurately been said, “If Jesus is not Lord of all, then He is not Lord at
all”

d. Philippians 2:9-11 ? Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and
given Him the name which is above every name, 0 that at the name of Jesus
every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of
those under the earth, ** and that every tongue should confess that Jesus
Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

2. “Wait a minute” you say, “l thought this was a study on the Holy Spirit, not the
Lordship of Jesus Christ” and you are right.

a. But you will not be able to understand who the Holy Spirit is if you have not
yielded to Christ as your Lord and Savior.

b. The word “Lord” is used 748 times in the NT and it reflected the slave system
and implied the absolute power exercised by the master over the purchased
slave.

c. Inthis passage, Jesus was talking to His disciples, His followers.



John 14:16
forever—

16 And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you

1. 1draw your attention to the word another.

Two different Greek words could have been used, they are:

. Allos, which expresses a numerical difference and denotes “another of the

same sort” and then there’s...

Heteros, which expresses a qualitative difference and denotes “another of a
different sort.”

i. Men and women are different, they are heterosexuals.

Christ promised to send “another Helper”, in this case, allos, not heteros; He
was promising “another like Himself”

The Spirit is in every sense God. The Holy Spirit is Deity.

2. (Eternal) Jesus said that the Holy Spirit would abide with them forever, but our
Helper did not come into existence when the church was established in the 1% century.

The Holy Spirit will remain forever because He is eternal — w/o beginning or
end.

In Genesis 1:1 we are introduced to God who created the heavens and the
earth.

i. The original Hebrew word for God is Elohim; by the way, that Hebrew
word is in the plural form.

Then in verse 2 it says, “And the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of
the waters.”

. Later in verse 26 it reads, “Then God (Elohim-pf dzNJ £ 0 &l ARX a&a[ S
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And the writer of the book of Hebrews affirms the Holy Spirit’s eternal
presence in Hebrews 9:14  “...who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself
without spot to God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the
living God?”
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f. Just as God always has been, so the Spirit has always been.
3. Because the Holy Spirit is another of the same sort, He is Omnipresent.

a. This means being present everywhere at once. The Holy Spirit is not
confined or limited to one place.

b. Psalm 139:7-10 ” Where can I go from Your Spirit? Or where can | flee
from Your presence? 8 If I ascend into heaven, You are there; If | make my bed
in hell, behold, You are there. ° If | take the wings of the morning, And dwell in
the uttermost parts of the sea, ° Even there Your hand shall lead me, And
Your right hand shall hold me.

4. Because the Holy Spirit is another of the same sort, He is Omniscient.
a. This means all-knowing: infinitely wise. The Holy Spirit knows all things.

b. 1Cor2:10,11 0 But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For
the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God. 1 For what man
knows the things of a man except the spirit of the man which is in him? Even
50 no one knows the things of God except the Spirit of God.

5. Not only is the Spirit Eternal, Omnipresent and Omniscient, He is also Omnipotent.

a. This means almighty: having unlimited power. The Holy Spirit is
all-powerful.

b. Zerubbabel had to be reminded of this... Zechariah 4:6  °So he
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c. Mary got to personally experience the omnipotence of the Holy Spirit

i. Luke1:35 The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the
power of the Highest will overshadow you, therefore, also, that Holy
One who is to be born will be called the Son of God.

d. C.H. Spurgeon wrote, “The power of the Holy Spirit is your protection, and all
his omnipotence defends you. Can your enemies overcome omnipotence? If
they could then they can conquer you. Can they wrestle with Deity, and throw
him to the ground? If they could then they might be able to conquer you. But



we are safe because the power of the Holy Spirit is our power; the power of
the Holy Spirit is our strength.”

6. Not only do we see the Deity of the Spirit in Attributes...but also in Action.

a. The Spirit was and is actively involved in the Creation of the world and of
new life in the womb.

b. We’ve already read from Genesis and seen Him there.

c. InJob 33:4 it says, “The Spirit of God has made me, and the breath of the
Almighty gives me life.”

d. InJohn 6:63 Jesus said, “It is the Spirit who gives life”

7. Since the Spirit of God is clearly Deity, He should be controlling us rather than the
idea of our trying to control the Holy Spirit.

a. The Spirit of God is not a force to be had, but a person to be surrendered to.
b. Many have this idea that they can turn on the Holy Spirit.

i. Some will say “We missed the Spirit” or “the Spirit was dead today”
when they don’t experience the Spirit in a way they expected or hoped.

ii. The Holy Spirit isn’t connected to a video game controller waiting for
us to control how and when He operates.

c. R.A. Torrey wrote, “If we think of the Holy Spirit, as so many do, as merely a
power or influence, our constant thought will be, “How can | get more of the
Holy Spirit”, but if we think of Him in the Biblical way as a Divine Person,
our thought will rather be, “How can the Holy Spirit have more of me? "’

8. There are many other biblical examples that clearly demonstrate the deity of the Spirit,
but I think the examples provided are sufficient for understanding this point so let’s
continue. ..

John 14:16 18 And | will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He
may abide with you forever—

1. A helper is a person who contributes to the fulfillment of a need or furtherance of an
effort or purpose.



a. God the Father has sent the Holy Spirit to help, by being our Teacher and by
helping us to remember all things — John 14:26

b. The Holy Spirit will help us develop the Fruits of the Spirit and gives us the
Gifts of the Spirit.

c. He helps us to overcome sin.
2. Inthe original Greek, thewordisQ * h _ e i[paruidems]
a. From the root words: Para — by the side of; and Kaleo — to call.

3. Personal Example: When I was about 10 years old, I didn’t have all these big
muscles that | now have (haha jk). Each summer when school got out in Florida, |
flew up to New England and spent the summer there.

a. During one such summer, my Grandma took me and two of my cousins to a
local lake to go swimming.

b. While playing in the water | soon found myself in the middle of two older
boys who thought I’d be a good candidate for bullying.

c. My cousin Ronnie who was slightly older and muscularly more developed
than I stood up out of the water and asked the bullies, “is there a problem?”
They immediately disappeared.

i. Ronnie coming to my side protected me from harm.
d. The Holy Spirit is called to be by your side.

4. Paraklétos has been variously translated as ‘comforter’, ‘teacher’, ‘advocate’,
‘counselor’, ‘helper’ and ‘guide’. But none of these terms on its own satisfactorily
represents all the functions of the parakiétos.

a. He’s more than a Ronnie who chases off bullies.

b. Followers need support as well as direction, a hand that helps as well as a
finger that points. That’s the Holy Spirit.

c. The Holy Spirit heals your hearts, stills your storms, and supplies your needs.



d. He gives you strength when you are weak. He allows you to find peace when
you are scared. He leads you back to the Light when we are engulfed in
darkness.

5. You are not all alone; God has not left you behind like an orphan. You have been
given the Holy Spirit, God Himself who has been called to be by your side to help,
comfort, and guide you.

a. May we learn to love, trust, worship, and obey the Spirit of truth.
